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Activity 10: CHALLENGE! Try some juxtaposition 
 
If you haven’t heard of this term before, juxtaposition means having two 
opposite or contrasting ideas next to each other. This can surprise the reader 
as they might not be expecting it or have never heard it before.  
 
The title of our game – The City of Silence – is actually an example of 
juxtaposition because a city is not normally silent but full of noise. Here are 
some other examples to help you think of your own.

    The dungeon of love 
    The black hole of light 
    The cave of dreams
