Topic: Exploring maps

-​ Apply their knowledge of maps to make their 

own. 

Topic: Changing seasons: 
-​ Recognise changes outside in spring. 
-​ Investigate the mixture needed to build a 

sandcastle.

Expressive Art and Design Computing PSHE 
Topic:  Textiles: Bookmarks 

-​ Develop threading and weaving skills. 
-​ Practise and apply weaving skills to a specific material 

e.g. paper. 
-​ Practise and apply threading skills with specific 

materials e.g. hessian and wool. 
-​ Use threading or sewing to design a product 

(bookmark). 

Topic: Programming 2: Bee-Bots 
-​ Understand the meaning of directional arrows and 

follow a simple sequence of instructions 
-​ Experiment with programming a Bee-bot/Blue-bot 
-​ Learn to debug instructions, with the help of an 

adult, when things go wrong 
-​ Learn that an algorithm is a set of instructions to 

carry out a task, in a specific order 

Topic:  Self-regulation: My feelings 
-​ Identify different feelings and emotions. 
-​ Identify and express my feelings. 
-​ Explore different coping strategies to help regulate 

our emotions. 
-​ Explore the different adjectives that can be used to 

describe feelings.

Seasonal: Spring flower threading 

-​ Use a range of tools and techniques to create a 
threaded spring flower. 

 

-​ Explore different facial expressions and what they 
mean. 

-​ Identify different feelings and how to moderate 
behaviour socially and emotionally. 

Music/ Being Imaginative and Expressive PE/ Physical Development RE 
Topic: Musical stories 

-​ Move to music with instruction, changing movements 
to match the tempo, pitch or dynamic of the piece. 

-​ Use actions to retell a story to music,  sing and 
perform a group song 

-​ Learn how instruments can represent a certain mood, 
character or action 

-​ Create a musical story based upon a familiar routine 
-​ Play an instrument as part of a musical story and 

perform as a group 

Topic:Dance: The Seasons  (indoor)  
-​  Experiment with moving in different ways 
-​ Develop movements that vary in height, size and 

speed. 
 
-Ball Skills: Hands 2 (outdoor)  
- Explore different ways of throwing a beanbag.
