Runner beans — run on the spot. How many seconds can you do this for?
Jumping beans — jump on the spot. How many seconds can you do this for?
Jelly beans — shake your whole body like jelly. Count for 10 seconds.

Baked beans — wipe your brow and say, 'Phew!

Draw a beanstalk with numbered leaves.  Can you put the numbers in order?

How tall will your beanstalk be?

Do some measuring using footsteps.
How far is it from your bedroom to the front door in footsteps?
How far is it from the kitchen to the bathroom in footsteps?

Is it different if you use giant sized footsteps?

Draw a castle using different shapes. What shapes have you used? Can you
describe the shapes?
